The scope of this charity is to grant wishes to children
under the age of 17 who have life-threatening
illnesses. A wish can be to meet someone special,

Life Education Centres in Cyprus
The main scope is contributing to life-skills and health
education programs, utilizing models of best practice
educating children about the effects and risks associated

with the use of drugs (including alcohol and tobacco) and
working with and supporting parents and teachers.

Round Table Clubs in the developing world offer free surgical
intervention to the needy members of their society at local
hospitals. Millions have been spent on support to various
home centres and community service

initiatives and individuals over the years.

Kids off the Streets (KOS) in Sri Lanka
KOS is focused on getting Kids off the streets by providing
shelters and education to street children.

Freedom through Education in India

Round Table India with assistance from Round Tables
around the world has build 1,200 schools in India thus
far, benefiting over 750,000 children all over India.

Regaining the Smile (Tsunami 2004)

Following the catastrophic earthquakes and subsequent
tsunami of 26th December 2004, Round Table worldwide
united in helping the effected areas. Their prime scope was
firstly to raise funds and to send items of first need and then
to rebuild schools.

Floods in Bangladesh, India and Nepal

Again, when in 2008 due to the floods in these countries,
Round Table associations from around the world were
mobilised to help the local associations provide
much needed aid in a very short period of time.

Rainbow Project in Southern Africa

This is a community service and fellowship project
between Round Table Southern Africa and Round
Table Netherlands, which aims in assisting children
under the age of 18.
